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➢Criminal organizations stream infringing content
➢Rights Owners and Broadcasters can see the IP
➢However, finding who is responsible for the IP is a challenge

Why are off-shore Digital Service Providers a challenge:

➢ A small number of organisations are responsible for a significant amount piracy



The good
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➢Maintaining relationships is important
❖beIN and EPL have regular check-in’s with several DSP companies
❖This has given them the nickname of ‘Responsive’
❖Regular check-ins streamline takedown requests, reporting formats and establishing 

good points of contact

➢Established escalation processes

➢Repeat infringer policy

➢Fast removal of infringing content



The bad
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➢No ability to contact the DSP, giving them the nickname of ‘off-shore’

➢The same websites seen week-on-week infringing content

➢Slim or no ability to take legal action due to the organisation being an enigma (incomplete, 
false and/or contradictory contact details on database)



The not so ugly
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➢A DSP making available C. 2,000 streams is not ideal but:
❖There is a point of contact
❖They are will to communicate and work with broadcasters and rights owners to address 

the challenges
❖Implementing KYC and repeat infringer processes
